The set is designed, the set building team or-
der the timber, screws & paint and work from
the ‘to-scale’ drawings, then a call out to the
set building Volunteers is made and a deadline
to complete the build is fixed. It can take from
three weeks to six weeks to erect, paint and
decorate a set... no set is ever the same!

One of our valued set builder Volunteers is
Peter Z. Peter has been part of the valuable
set building team for two years now.

Peter’s background is an interesting one: born
in Denmark, his family migrated to Australia
when he was months old. The family of six set-
tled in Forest Hill where his parents instilled
in their children self reliance, independence
and responsibility.
